If your child’s home school district determines that
attendance at a MAC is the most appropriate educational
placement for your child, the home school district will pay
for the educational and ancillary supports at the MAC as
specified in your child’s IEP.

If your child requires non-educational supports at the MAC,
alternative funding will be needed. In almost all cases, these

additional supports are limited to behavioral health services.

Almost all children who need these behavioral health
supports while attending the MAC receive them at no cost
to the parents/guardians through the state-funded Medical
Assistance Program. MAC personnel will work with you to
facilitate procurement of these behavioral health supports
either through the MAC or through another provider of
behavioral health supports that you choose.
